The Right Shoes

Every class has specific shoe requirements.

Ballet: All levels including Pre-dance need

pink canvas or leather ballet shoes
Intermediate/Advanced levels wear
split sole leather ballet shoes
Pointe: All shoes must be
approved by your teacher.
Jazz: Levels
LILIHLIVIV, Int. | &
I1,& Teen should wear
any tan jazz shoe (slip-on
preferred, laces ok).
Advanced levels wear tan
Capezio pedini. Hip-Hop:
All levels wear black dance sneaker that are
to be worn only in class. NO STREET
SHOES! Lyrical: Levels 11,1V, Teen wear
slip on suntan Leo’s jazz shoes.
Intermediate and Advanced levels wear tan
Capezio pedini. Tap: Ballet/Tap combo
wear black paten leather shoes. Levels:
LILHLIV,V wear tan mary jane buckle
strap tap shoe (any brand). Teen/
Intermediate/ Advanced levels wear black
split sole tap shoe (any brand). Modern:
wear foot thong. Musical Theatre students
wear tan character shoes. Guys should see
Jen or your teacher for appropriate shoes
for you.

Dress The Part

Dancers should be dressed appropriately for
class. Ballet students must wear leotards
and tights, pink ballet shoes and have all of
their hair up. Sheer, ballet specific skirts
will be permitted, but are not required.
Students may not wear shorts, T-shirts or
tank tops in ballet classes. Lyrical students
must wear leotards and footless or stirrup
tights. Shorts will be permitted, but are
not required. Students should also wear the
proper shoes assigned to the class and level

and clothing that the student can move in
easily. No street shoes, jeans, stretch pants,
large T-shirts, baggy shorts, large sweat-
pants, etc. will be permitted in class. All
jewelry should be removed before class as
well.

If a student is not appropriately
dressed, the teacher may deny
that student access into the
class.
